Spring Wedding Tips….. 

As a professional photographer, I get to see many different  
weddings and like to pass along some tips….. 
 

• Do you have hay fever?  Speak to your florist about your flowers. Maybe consider talking to your 

doctor about temporary relief for the day (try this beforehand so you know how you’ll react). 
• Take refreshments for your bridal party along to locations - include water and straws. 

• The weather could be hot, cold, and/or wet - plan for all types during the day, after-all, it is Mel-
bourne. 

• Check what else may be happening on the day - don’t get stuck in football traffic on your way to 
your favorite location or worse, the ceremony. 

• Swap mobile numbers with your photographer and make sure it’s a number of a phone with the 
bridal party on the day.  REMEMBER switch off before the ceremony! 

• Don’t be afraid to communicate with your photographer.  VIPs who have traveled from overseas 

just for your day would love to have a special photograph with you both.  Recently a bride told 
me (wisely before the day) that she intended to have the group photograph in the album, as a 

double page magazine print.  To photograph this, the couple needed to be off centre so the mid-
dle of the pages didn’t come between them.  The result was wonderful. 

• Consider the engagement portrait.  You practice your hair, makeup, ceremony - why not your 
photography!
